Data from the Statewide Incident Reporting Network (SIREN) and the Vermont EMS Office were
analyzed for COVID-19 topics of interest for the week of June 21, 2020 - June 27, 2020. Topics of
interest include:

e Assessing the impacts of COVID-19 on the Vermont EMS system, including reduced call
volume.

e Measuring the PPE consumption (“burn rate”) in Vermont EMS.

e Evaluating potential EMS COVID-19 calls through supplemental questions.

The data in thissummary are preliminary and subject to change.

EMS Call Volume

Measuring the PPE consumption rate, also referred to as the “burn rate”, helps the state and EMS
agencies plan and optimize the use of PPE for response to COVID-19. The burn rate can help the
state better understand the specific resource needs that exist and help the state advocate for PPE
resources atthe federal level. Thisinformation can be used to estimate how long the remaining
supply of PPE will last, based on the average consumption rate, and can help make projections for
future needs.
