volume.

e Measuring the PPE consumption (“burn rate”) in Vermont EMS.

e Evaluating potential EMS COVID-19 calls through supplemental questions.

Disposable PPE Use by Vermont Ambulance and First Response Agencies

Measuring the PPE consumption rate, also referred to as the “burn rate”, helps the state and EMS
agencies plan and optimize the use of PPE for response to COVID-19. The burn rate can help the
state better understand the specific resource needs that exist and help the state advocate for PPE
resources at the federal level. This information can be used to estimate how long the remaining
supply of PPE will last, based on the average consumption rate, and can help make projections for
future needs.
