The Electronic Surveillance System for the Early Notification of Community-based Epidemics
(ESSENCE) reflects all individual visits from participating emergency departments?, to identify visits
for COVID-Like lliness (CLI). During this reporting period the proportion of emergency visits in
participating departments that included CLI was less then 1%, lower than the same time in 2022.
