About the Vermont Immunization Registry (IMR)

Data in this report are sourced from the Vermont Immunization Registry and may differ from CDC data.

The Vermont Immunization Registry (IMR) is a confidential, computerized system for maintaining
immunization records. Launched in July 2004, it was designed, developed and is operated by
the Vermont Department of Health. State law requires vaccine providers to report to the IMR.

Information is submitted to the IMR via HL7 message, periodic files sent for import, and manual
entry. Those reporting to the IMR include provider offices (90%), all hospitals, pharmacies, and
the five largest health insurers in Vermont.

Information on vaccinations provided to Vermont residents outside of Vermont include:
* People seeking care in New Hampshire at Dartmouth Hitchcock Medical Center
* People who are vaccinated in New York

IMR staff remove duplicate records, as the same information may be submitted from multiple
sources (for example, insurer and medical practice).
