Contractor work is well underway, and JMPEFS/FIs are working with state’s Division of Information and Innovation (DII), the WIC MIS manager, to develop the necessary interfaces to allow transmission of the WIC CVV benefit files to the EBT host. User Acceptance Testing (UAT) is still targeted for August 11 at RJs Market in Waterbury, VT. (Start time TBA). Anyone interested in participating in UAT should either access the sign-up sheet on the VT WIC Sharepoint site or email Jeanne Keller or Donna Bister. 
Bev Aiken asked who grocers should contact about any problems: DII or their own processor? Donna Bister said grocers should continue to work directly with their own processors, just as they do with Food Stamp EBT issues.

Also, it would help to know about the quantities to be ordered. Another question: is the “allowed/not-allowed” language on the card clear enough about what is allowed/not-allowed?
